To fold an origami paper crane, start by folding a square piece of paper in half vertically,
horizontally, and diagonally, unfolding after each fold. Then, fold the top corners to the bottom and
press the sides in so the paper is folded up in a small diamond Next, grab the upper layer of the

right side and fold the bottom edge to the center crease.
